· Letter of invitation from the Canadian supervisor (graduate students only, maximum one page)

· Confirms their willingness to support and mentor the candidate during the exchange period

· Signed copy of Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) or Agreement with the partner institution

· College and undergraduate research applications with no existing agreement can include a letter from the international office or equivalent on official letterhead that links the application to a specific international research collaboration, names the Canadian supervisor and confirms that tuition will not be charged.
